   Программа является пособием по литературоведению в аспекте межкультурной компетенции для учащихся 10-11 классов. Курс рассчитан на 37 часов(1 час в неделю).
   Цели курса:

-- формирование у учащихся способности к иноязычному общению, позволяющей вступать в равноправный диалог с представителями других культур и традиций, участвовать в ситуациях межкультурной коммуникации;
-- развитие у учащихся достаточно высокого уровня коммуникативной компетенции, дающей им возможность, дающей им возможность, в соответствии с реальными потребностями и интересами, успешно осуществлять речевое общение в разнообразных социально детерминированных ситуациях общения с носителями языка, а также использовать язык как средство самообразования и саморазвития;
-- создать условия для формирования социокультурной компетенции в сфере литературоведения Америки, предполагающей знание социокультурной специфики страны изучаемого языка и умение строить своё речевое поведение в соответствии с этой спецификой;

-- способствовать развитию интеллектуальных умений анализировать полученную информацию, аргументировать свои умозаключения на основе полученных знаний.
   Задачи курса:
-- расширение знаний учащихся по развитию литературы в США;

-- развитие навыков чтения текста: с пониманием основного содержания, с полным пониманием текста, с поиском конкретной информации;

-- развитие навыков диалогической речи, умений вести беседу по темам;
-- развитие навыков аудирования.

   Виды учебной деятельности:

-- чтение и анализ текстов со страноведческим компонентом;

-- чтение отрывков из произведений американских писателей;

-- аудирование текстов с последующим обсуждением;

-- участие в дискуссиях;

-- инсценировка литературных произведений.

  O. Henry’s real name was William Sydney Porter. He was born in North Carolina in 1862, during the Civil War. He was the son of a doctor. His mother died when he was three. His aunt had a private school and encouraged him to read. The boy read a lot. He was also fond of drawing. He left school at fifteen and became a clerk in his uncle’s drugstore where he worked for five years. Porter was a likable chap, keenly interested in people and in everything that went on around him. He never lost his dream to become a writer. Above all he was interested in history, and the biographies of great men, and liked to read novels. At nineteen he went to Texas where he tried various professions. After that he became a clerk in a small provincial bank in Austin. But the bank was run very inefficiently and when a sum of money was found missing, Porter was accused of having embezzled it, and left the bank. He went to a neighbouring town, Houston, then to New Orleans. Then news reached him that his wife, who had made a romantic runaway marriage with him when she was only seventeen, was seriously ill. He immediately returned to Austin, although he knew that he risked arrest by doing so, and devoted himself to his dying wife for the remaining six months of her life. His trial took place in 1898 and he was sentenced to imprisonment. While in prison he made the acquaintance of types of people that he later used as characters in his stories. He used the pen-name of O. Henry – from the name of the captain of the prison guard, Orrin Henry. When he was released from prison in 1902, he went to New-York where he lived and wrote short stories. He was the author of about three hundred short stories. His only novel is “Cabbages and Kings”.

III.Henry’s social viewpoint and aesthetics.

   1.Read the text:

   O. Henry’s comments on society had considerable force. In his preface to the book “The Four Million” he wrote: “Not very long ago someone invented the assertion that there were only ‘Four Hundred’ people in New-York City who were really worth noticing. But a wiser man has arisen – the census taker – and his larger estimate of human interest has been preferred in making out the field of these little stories of the Four Million.” The American critic Lloyd Morris, speaking of O. Henry’s penetration of the American scene, said: “He turned away from the prosperous levels of society, so popular at the time as a subject for fiction. He ignored the four hundred to deal with the four million. This choice was more the result of his previous misfortunes than of any interest in social reform… His stories mainly turned on the fortunes of humble folk, shop-girls and clerks and mechanics; a group that, on the whole, had been anonymous and inarticulate in American life, and absent from American fiction. They formed the group that a later generation was to describe as ‘the little people’, and that politicians would aggregate as ‘the forgotten man’ and ‘common man’.
   The works of O. Henry reflect a specific period in American literature – the turn of the century. 

O. Henry occupies an intermediate position between the critical tendency in literature and that of the ‘genteel tradition’ in the neo-romantic trend. His credo was: art should be true, democratic, it should address contemporary life and should embrace all aspects of life.

   The years between 1905 - 1910 were the most productive in the writer’s creative work. They were marked by his criticism of the social system. Elements of parody and irony were introduced as well as the surprise finale. 
   O. Henry was an outstanding humorist. He worked out and enriched all the various types of the short story: the anecdote, the monologue, the dialogue, the grotesque, satirical and paradoxical; the adventure story, the psychological story, the parody; poems in prose, tales and sketches. Everything that O. Henry experienced and witnessed after he grew aware of life around him filtered into his stories, but he was most famous for his stories of city life. O. Henry wrote about 150 stories with a New York background. 
   His book of short stories “The Four Million” reflects O. Henry’s absorbing interest in the ordinary man and woman of New York City, as opposed to the wealthy. He found grief, adventure and romance at every street corner. O. Henry was particularly interested in people who were suffering under a strain or delusion. 
   His most famous stories are: “Cabbages and Kings”, “The Four Million”, “Heart of the West”, “The Trimmed Lamp”, “The Voice of the City”, “The Gentle Grafter”, “Roads of Destiny”, “Options”, “Strictly Business”, “Whirligigs”, “The Gift of the Magi”, “A Service of Love”, “The Last Leaf”.
